GREAT NEWS - The bid for funding for the Transport Scheme has been successful.


The Countryside Agency have approved the proposal which will help in providing improved transport choices for our parish. There will be a Taxi Voucher element, Car Sharing and a Community Bus opportunity.


Sue Hogge and Margaret Thompson have put together a separate communication explaining the details of the scheme and how to apply or participate – so watch out for that.  


In the meantime, information on car sharing is being put together by Sue. If anyone is in a position to provide lifts under the car sharing proposal please contact Sue – 618699. 


This could be you if you regularly travel to a destination or destinations at reasonably regular times. However, even if your trips are infrequent you still might be able to help someone out with a lift. 


If you are looking for a lift and would like to take advantage of the car sharing service you should also call Sue to find out what is available.

















Following the special Parish Plan meeting held on 31 March where we gathered more views from Parishioners about what they would like to see in their village in the future, an application was made to the Countryside Agency for funds to help produce the Parish Plan.


This application was successful and we have received a grant to cover  75% of any costs incurred. The remaining funding will be made up from volunteer time and contributions. A Steering Group has been established to continue gathering the views of Parishioners prior to a document and action plan being published.


A Parish Plan sets out a vision for how a community wants to develop, and sets out things that matter to local people and what they plan to do about them. Based on what people have said to us, there are 8 main sections of our draft Parish Plan:-


Developing a vibrant community;


Improving security and safety;


Reducing risks of accidents;


Protecting local buildings;


Improving access and roads;


Improving communication and technology;


Environmental protection;


Stronger partnerships in village groups.

Next, establish how much time and money you can spend on your newsletter. These factors will help determine how frequently you publish the newsletter and its length. It’s recommended that you publish your newsletter at least quarterly so that it’s considered a consistent source of information. Your customers or employees will look forward to its arrival.

We have an expert in our midst who has offered to give advice on energy efficiency to anyone in the parish who wants it.


David Mann (01653 619748 – � HYPERLINK "mailto:davidrichardmann@yahoo.co.uk" ��davidrichardmann@yahoo.co.uk�) would be happy to do a quick assessment of current energy usage and then create an action plan to take advantage of any potential savings.


He points out that the following is probably the best approach.


Reduce consumption – proper use of insulation, energy efficient products, not leaving appliances in standby mode.


Where do we source the energy we need? Biodiesel uses locally grown crops. Wood burning stoves can use local sustainable fuel. Use renewable sources where possible.


Can we produce our own energy? Solar panels, windmills are feasible and could even provide an income stream.
