The statement details the qualities in the village that are valued by the residents and aims to safeguard these in the building stock and ensure that future development is based upon an appreciation of the past so as to protect and enhance the special qualities of the village.

Following on from our piece on waste recycling last time, the Parish Council wrote to Ryedale District Council to express our concerns about the amount of cardboard and plastic packaging being put into the normal waste and filling the landfill sites.





Whilst they confirmed that there would be no immediate extension of the kerbside collections to include plastics and cardboard, there will be future trials relating to cardboard collection. If our collection round is chosen for the trial then we may be able to participate. 





Also, RDC’s Recycling Officer, John Brown, has agreed to come to our Parish Council Meeting on 13 September to outline their approach to waste collection and recycling. Please come along and hear what the future holds.





Talking about reducing waste, there is a website that encourages people to fix household items rather than buying new ones. This is called � HYPERLINK "http://www.espares.co.uk" ��www.espares.co.uk� and, as well as selling spare parts, it has parts diagrams and links to get the original product manuals to help with the  repair process. 





If you do try repairing something please do not do anything dangerous and always unplug electrical items.





























Another way of doing your bit for the planet is switching to a green energy provider. 





Companies such as Ecotricity and Good-energy sell power generated by wind farms and hydro-electric schemes. You can switch easily on-line but you would need to do your sums and check your current costs. These green companies may be slightly more expensive than your current supplier. 





However, they do actually invest in renewable energy schemes in an effort to move away from the traditional generation methods that contribute to environmental problems.
