Planning permission has been granted for the new building to be erected on the site adjacent to the cricket field on the edge of the village. There were some last minute requirements to reduce the parking provisions.





Now work can begin in earnest to raise the required money from the various possible funding bodies. A new charity will be established and it is this charity that will make the necessary applications for the funds to construct the building. 


Event fund raising will continue as each grant of money will require a proportion of matched funds to be supplied by the organisation itself.
