The good news is that the body who have taken over from the Countryside Agency have agreed to allow the Transport Scheme funding to run until January 2006. Yorkshire Forward took over initially and the ongoing administration will be handed to local co-ordinators – possibly NYCC.





 Transport issues were highlighted in our Parish Plan and we have had two recent opportunities to comment on NYCC's Transport Plan and on their Winter Services provision where we have been able to use our Plan as evidence of local needs and desires and ask that these be taken into account in developing proposals for the future.
