How long will it be before those open fires are lit and the kitchen stoves are in full use? 





Time to check that the batteries in your smoke alarm are working well to help to keep you safe when all your appliances are in use. If you do not have a smoke alarm now is the ideal time to get one installed. To help out with this the Fire and Rescue Service are offering to provide and fit smoke alarms and to undertake a Home Fire Safety Risk assessment. Please see the letter attached to this newsletter which gives details of the services and when the fire service will be visiting the village – the afternoon of 19 October - get it in your diary now.





Danny Westmoreland from the fire service came to our Parish Council meeting in July and talked about the various initiatives the Fire and Rescue Service are running to improve public safety in rural locations. It is not just about fires and smoke alarms either, the fire service can also check out the fitting of your child's car seat. 





The fire service are also hoping to get a community service vehicle which will help them to provide these additional services, including further deployments of the mobile speed matrix. Information  from the first two uses of the mobile speed "trap" showed that a number of vehicles passing the sign were over the official speed limit.


























With energy prices going up, I am sure that we all want to save energy to save money and in doing so preserve the scarce natural energy resources.

Proper insulation and ventilation is essential.


Choose efficient, money saving electrical appliances when replacing them – i.e. hot water fill washing machines and dishwashers. Electric items are advertised with a rating that indicates energy efficiency.


Try not to use electric hot water or space heating as it is highly inefficient and expensive.


Replace your ordinary light bulbs with compact fluorescents – although they are more expensive, in the long run they are a better buy as they use four times less energy and last eight times longer.


Use renewable energy and biodiesel.


Do not leave electrical items in “standby” mode as this uses electricity.


Try to reduce your car mileage or choose a fuel efficient car.
