Many people in the village and surrounding district will remember when Westow Croft was the local maternity home.  In fact, it seems that almost every other person we’ve spoken to had their children here, were born here themselves, or are related to someone who was. So really, choosing to live in the flat at the top of the Croft was the obvious choice for an independent midwife and her husband!


There are only 60 – 70 independent midwives in the whole of the UK.  About half-a-dozen practise in Yorkshire – two of us being based in North Yorkshire.  Really, there is nothing very new about independent midwifery – we are simply practising in the same way midwives practised before the inception of the NHS – that is, pregnant 





women get to hear about one of us, contact us, and if they wish, engage our services.  We charge a fee for our services, since we are self-employed. We are regulated in exactly the same way as NHS midwives.





Why pay when you can get maternity care free on the NHS?  Sometimes, women come to us after previous unhappy childbirth experiences or they may have had difficulty obtaining a home birth through the NHS and have heard we specialise in home birth.  A lot come to independent midwives because they only want to have to get to know one, at the most, two, midwives during their pregnancy.
