The Church Parish of West Buckrose, in which we all live, is planning to get involved in a minibus scheme designed to help those without regular access to a car. On Wednesdays, starting on 19 April, a minibus will collect from each of the nine villages in the parish a total load of up to 12 passengers. Pick up will be between 9.30 and 10.00am and will return home by 3.30pm. The charge will be £4 return for each passenger payable to the driver at the time. Children 15 and under can only travel if accompanied by a responsible adult. To get the scheme going the journeys in the first few weeks will be:


York Monks Cross and Designer Outlet  - 19 April and 10 May


Scarborough Brunswick Centre - 26 April and 17 May


York City Centre – 3 May and 24 May


Future destinations to be decided later to meet demand.





The scheme will need about 50 members signed up as soon as possible to make it work. Those joining the scheme will need to become members of RYECAT which has an annual fee of £5 (this also gives access to the RYECAT car scheme). In December 2004 last year we reported on the efforts of the Renewable Heritage Trust (led by people from the village) to raise money and awareness to restore the mill at Howsham and ultimately turn it into community resource as well as a generator of electicity from renewable sources - water. 





Some real progress has been made in clearing the immediate area, salvaging old parts of the machinery and stonework and getting ready for the heavier work ahead. Also after a great deal of work by all concerned, planning permission was obtained in January 2006 for the Mill to be restored. Now some of the real work can be started. 





You may have already seen some newspaper and television exposure in 2005 as interest in the project builds. The artist’s impression below shows how everyone hopes the the Mill will look when completed.





Volunteers are still welcome and there will be further volunteer days on the 1st Sunday of each month and events are planned to raise awareness of the project. A large number of community groups, schools and leisure clubs have already got involved and they hope to benefit in the future from the services to be offered by Howsham Mill. This may not be the best time of year for DIY but with high profile news stories about the increasing costs of energy  there is no better time to be thinking about ways that you could reduce your consumption of energy and save yourself money in the long term.





Loft insulation can save money. Wrap the hot water tank. Plug those gaps around the windows and doors. A few pounds spent now at the DIY store might save you a great deal in the long term - as well as helping reduce the overall amount of energy being used.





However it is not just about saving energy - what about saving water and recycling waste. This winter has been particularly dry so far – 


can you use less? Try the old brick in the toilet cistern – this could save 3,000 litres per person per year.
