As part of the Parish Plan initiative John Brown Ryedale Recycling Officer attended the Parish Council  in September to talk about  recycling and refuse.





A dull subject you may think but we need to face up to the fact that waste does matter and unless everyone acts then the costs to us will rise and the potential damage to the environment increases.





Currently Westow, like other locations in the area, is on an alternate week system whereby one weeks' collection is for household rubbish and the following week for garden rubbish, glass, cans and paper.  John Brown explained that the main reason for this change was the cost per tonne of disposing of the waste. The Councils realised that they would not be able to afford future costs unless Council Tax rose dramatically or waste was reduced/recycled. It costs over £40 per tonne to tip the waste in landfill sites and most of them are filling fast. Also, refuse vehicles are expensive to buy and operate. He also said that the Government had produced a target for each council to reduce, year on year, the amount of waste that goes into landfill and if the target is not met then the Councils would be fined for each tonne over the target amount. In the long run this will mean rising Council Tax costs for us. 





Mr Brown said that there was too much waste being generated and that recycling, though more friendly to the environment, was not a source of significant income to offset the rising costs. Packaging is an issue and there seems to be more of it. If possible, people should buy products that do not have packaging and should take any plastics or cardboard to the "tip". This should be done on the regular journeys into town and not on special trips.





So waste does matter - it will "matter" more in the future if we do not act now.
